Abstract. The article presents the profile of 1t. col. pilot Jézef Leoszko, MD (1894-1948) as one
of the pioneers and founders of Polish aviation medicine. He was born in Wilno, during World
War I he was involved in the underground activities of the Polish Military Organization, from
the end of 1918 served in the Polish Army. In 1919, he took part as a soldier of the 41st Suwatki
infantry regiment in the fights for the liberation of Lida and Wilno, and in 1920 in the expedition
to Kiev and the defense of Warsaw. He obtained his doctor’s diploma in 1924 at the Faculty of
Medicine of the University of Warsaw. He was the first physician in the history of the Polish Air
Force to complete his aviation training and in 1925 obtained the title of a pilot. He used his avia-
tion experience and medical knowledge acquired during his studies at the University of Warsaw
in scientific research as an employee of the Aviation Medical Research Center in Warsaw. In his
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scientific publications, he focused mainly on the broadly defined issues of health safety of pilots
and contributed direct to the development of aviation medicine in Poland. During World War
IL, he was a physician of the Polish Air Force in Great Britain. He died in 1948 and was buried at
the Polish Air Force Cemetery in Newark, England.

Physicians’ life in the Russian partition in the light
of Jozef Bielinski’s correspondence

Streszczenie. Artykut stanowi komentarz do przytoczonej ponizej korespondencji J6zefa Bielin-
skiego (1848-1926) — lekarza. W Bibliotece Wréblewskich Litewskiej Akademii Nauk w Wilnie
zachowaty sie bruliony zawierajace brudnopisy listéw Bielifiskiego z lat 1876-1878 i korespon-
dencja do niego kierowana z tego okresu. Wszystkie listy sa zrédlem wiedzy o zyciu polskich
lekarzy w zaborze rosyjskim w ostatnim éwieréwieczu XIX w. Jézef Bielifiski nie byt Litwinem,
pochodzit z Lubranca koto Wioctawka. Po ukorniczeniu studiéw lekarskich na Uniwersytecie
Warszawskim, zostat skierowany do walki z epidemia cholery w pobliskim miasteczku Ka-
tuszyn. Gdy zostat tam lekarzem miejskim, z czym taczyta sie bardzo niskie wynagrodzenie,
majac na utrzymaniu zone i rodzicéw, zaczat szukac lepiej ptatnej posady. Zostat dobrowolnie
lekarzem w Chotunicy w guberni wiackiej, gdzie Rosjanie zsytali polskich wiezniéw politycz-
nych. Przytoczone listy dostarczaja szczegétowej wiedzy o warunkach zycia i pracy lekarzy
polskich w glebi Rosji.

Abstract. The article presents the life and scientific activity of Jézef Bielinski (1848-1926),
a doctor. In the Wroblewskis’ Library of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences in Vilnius,
notebooks containing rough drafts of Bielinski’s letters and correspondence addressed to him
have been preserved. These all letters are a source of knowledge about the life of Polish doctors
in the Russian partition of Poland in the last quarter of the 19th century. Although most of his life
Bielinski spent in Russia and Lithuania, he was nor a Lithuanian, neither a Russian, but a Pole,
born in Lubraniec near Wioctawek. After graduating from medical studies at the University of
Warsaw, Bielinski was sent to fight the cholera epidemic in the nearby town of Kaluszyn. He
became a city doctor soon, which was associated with a low salary. He had to support his wife
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and parents, hence, he began to look for a better-paid job and found it in the village of Cholunica
in the governorate of Wiatka (today Kirow), a very unpleasant place, where the Russians sent
Polish political prisoners. The letters from Cholunica provide detailed knowledge about Polish
doctors’ living and working conditions in the interior of Russia in the 1870s.
